GUEST SPEAKER – Tom Moxey, First Officer on the Hovercraft Penac, Canadian Coast Guard.   He gave a Power Point presentation about the Search and Rescue (SAR) capabilities of the hovercraft from Sea Island and their rescue efforts during the Southern Straits race.  They rescued four crew members from the semi submerged vessel Incisor using their rescue divers, taking the downwind victims to Nanoose because of the rough sea conditions and sustaining quite a bit of damage to the hovercraft.  He pointed out that several boats with similar sounding names made it difficult for CCG to distinguish them on the radio.   He then showed videos of two methods of recovering victims out of the water – “parbuckling” and “bobbing”, and circulated a document entitled “MOB Recovery Techniques”.   This document is attached to these minutes.  The secretary has copies of the videos on a CD, and these can be obtained on request.  He indicated that yacht clubs are welcome to tour the Sea Island base.

STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS
a)
Adopt-a-Park – Jane Fox – I have just the following comment from the MBYC Park Host Co-ordinator with respect to an offer that was made to help with restoring the building on Wallace Island. It was originally sent to Steve MacDonald 

“I've spoken with BC Parks and K2 Park services about your offer Scott. I have to admit the answer has been confusing. BC Parks tells me that they allow the funds to accumulate to a level where they can actually assign something to the contracted Park Facility Operator. That can take a few years. That however, doesn't really answer your question. Club volunteer work parties have to be approved by BC Parks in advance due to liability issues and the need to meet a certain parks standard. So any hands on work can be a bit tricky. 
I have a meeting with the Ministry of Environment/BC Parks staff in November where I will bring this up directly. Hopefully after that I can actually put you in touch with someone who can provide something definitive.”  - Dave Tyre, MBYC Park Host Coord

Government Liaison Report – Norm Dyck –  Items of possible interest are as follows:

Light Stations: The Standing Senate Committee assigned the task of reviewing the destaffing of Light Stations has been conducting hearings on the West Coast this week. Paul Stanley and I are scheduled to meet with the Committee this afternoon at 5 P.M. to make a presentation.

Fuel Barges: neither the False Creek nor the Fisherman’s Cove barges are in operation as yet. 

Ready-Set-Inflate: this event will take place in 2011 on May 21st to kick off Safe Boating Awareness Week which is scheduled for May 21 – 28.

Grey Water: Transport Canada will be drafting some regulations to address grey water discharges early in 2011. This will require close monitoring.

Flare Disposal: Pacific Blasting in Burnaby is now accepting expired flares for disposal. They hope to distribute magazines at marinas and chandleries in the future. The charge for each flare is $2.00, for smoke flares it is $6.00.

VHF Radio: CCG in the Pacific Region is updating their VHF radio equipment, and this update is to include a DSC test capability. The U.S. is as of Jan 1st, 2011 prohibiting sale of VHF radios built to the SC101 standard. In future only radios built to Class D standard or better will be available. Industry Canada will likely follow suit.  

Fire Extinguishers: New regulations now require an annual maintenance check by a qualified technician and an up to date tag attached.

Boat Licences: Effective Nov 1st boat licences are now being issued by Service Canada New Brunswick. Application forms may be obtained fromwww.boatingsafety.gc.ca

B.U.I. the VPD has initiated a request for support from recreational boaters that would result in amendment to the Motor Vehicle Act. It is proposed that police be allowed to suspend the licence for the motor vehicle of a boater caught with a breathalyzer reading of .05 - .08. Such legislation is already in effect in Ontario.

Other: Installation of all new aids to navigation, including sector lights, at Second Narrows is complete.  Final surveys were carried out in October; NOTMARS will follow. 

There have been reports that the Cape Mudge sector light is being obscured by trees and foliage located on Indian Band land.  A marine aids review has been authorized and CCG is evaluating options to restore the appropriate level of service.

Fraser River Bridges: Removal of structures on the old Pitt River bridge is mostly complete.Congestion in Essondale Channel near Port Mann has decreased from earlier levels.

Construction of the new Caraholly Range in the Port Moody area is scheduled to take place on November 15 -16, 2010.

I think this is the first time since I have been reviewing applications that the greatest number for any one type of application is not for Private Moorage. The applications for Private Moorage are two in Sooke Harbour with one being just the transfer of the lease, one in Horton Bay, Mayne Island, one toward the north end of Sansum Narrows near Burgoyne Bay, one at Northwest Bay and one at Egmont.

The applications for Log Handling/Storage include one application for six heli drop sites in Kashutl Inlet and another for two log storage areas near Collison Point, QCI.

The Commercial/Marina applications include one to enlarge the lease for a marina in Browning Passage near Tofino and the other application is one that the MPFS directors will already have heard about. It is for the area of Ladysmith harbour known locally as Dogpatch and there is an associated application for some adjacent crown land for a parking lot. George Creek made a proposal to the MPFS directors during the September meeting to approach the province to possibly consider this area as a marine park. This application was filed on September 24th and George has had some discussions with the Town of Ladysmith since we found this application.

I have combined the Commercial A application with the Commercial B applications as they are all at the mouth of various creeks flowing into Jervis, Bute, Toba and Knight inlets for collecting water for bottling. I only see two differences between the Commercial A and Commercial B categories with these applications. The Commercial A application is in the Vancouver Island/Nanaimo District and it is in the name of a First Nations band, the Da’naxda’xw/Awaetlala First Nation. All of the Commercial B applications are in the Lower Mainland/Surrey District and all are from the same numbered company. The other thing in common with all these applications is that the same consultant produced the accompanying maps.

The Transportation/Bridge application is across a river at Ocean Falls

The Transportation/Ferry Terminal application is for an addition to the lease for the terminal in Brentwood Bay. Apparently BC Ferries wants to add an additional 5 metres on the east side of the roadway leading to the ramp.

There is nothing new to report on the Klahoose application in Gorge Harbour other than to say there was a public meeting but the report circulated after the meeting didn’t say much.

BC Parks have now installed all of the mooring buoys planned for Mark Bay at Newcastle Island. Through the assistance of Rik Simmons, a consultant to BC Parks, and Ian Baker, a NYC member, I have been kept up to speed on this process. Rik told me the timetable for doing the work, the name of the contractor and sent me some pictures of the buoys and the anchors. Ian sent me a few pictures. In addition to the usual warnings on the buoys these ones have a couple of additional ones. On the buoys it has “Moorage permitted unless wind speeds exceed 30 knots or 55 mph” and “No moorage if large waves are likely”.

These applications include those that were on file with the ILMB to November 17th.
Added after the meeting:

The wind speed shown on the buoys, and in the quote in my report, is only partially correct. The 30 knots is correct but it should be 55 km/hr not mph. Apparently BC Parks is aware of this error and is going to correct it with new labelling over the next few months. The maximum 10’ or 3 m. for the mooring line indicated on the buoys refers to the length from the cleat on the vessel to the ring on the buoy. This buoys have a maximum suggested length as the swinging arcs intersect and the longer the line, the more chance of collisions.

I have asked Rik Simmons what boaters are expected to do if the wind increases to over 30 knots while they are tied to a buoy and also what the definition of a large wave is but I am still waiting for the answers. I will update at the next meeting. 
i) Web site – George Creek – absent.  It was pointed out that “environmental concerns” should be removed from the “about us” section of the web site.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Paul Stanley – attended the following :


September 30 – LMAC meeting– no new items of interest
October 7th at Burrard YC – information meeting on proposed gravel pit at McNab Creek.  When we get more information we will decided if COBCYC will get involved.   Steve Macdonald is our liaison.
October 21st – George Creek and myself attended a meeting at West Vancouver YC – Commodore and Vice Commodores meeting on matters effecting yacht clubs 

November 18st – Norm and I met to prepare presentation for Senate Committee hearing re: Lighthouse de-staffing on November 20, as given below:

As you may be aware, the Council of British Columbia Yacht Clubs (CBCYC), with a membership of some 50 yacht clubs and over 20,000 members, represents the largest segment of the recreational boating community in British Columbia. We bring to your attention that there are an estimated 400,000 to 500,000 recreational boats in the province of British Columbia. Many of these boats have multiple users. Additionally, there are thousands of commercial vessels such as ferries, cruise ships, freights, tugs fish boats etc. Unlike most of Canada, these vessels operate year round, making British Columbia waters the busiest in the country.

The CBCYC represents the interest of recreational boaters and provided key input into the affairs influencing all British Columbia boaters including Canadian Coast Guard activities, debris control, hydrographic concerns, water use license applications and park research. When required, the CBCYC can lobby regulators for changes in Regulations that benefit the boating public. The CBCYC was instrumental in forming the Marine Parks Forever Society in 1989 which has assisted the development and/or purchase of 9 marine parks in British Columbia.

The CBCYC does not oppose automating light stations as such, but would like the following to be included.

· Must have status readout of all equipment including working of lights, generators, solar panels etc. constantly sent to maintenance headquarters via landline or satellite

· Overseeing of light function, reliability, and weather reporting must go hand in hand – no passing the buck by government agencies

· Weather reporting must also be remotely monitored

· We are opposed de-staffing in areas carrying out Search and Rescue (SAR) activities or providing other necessary assistance

· We oppose de-staffing light stations if the station is or has been involved with any of the following on a regular basis (need updated information for this)

· Answering calls for on site weather updates from aircraft or mariners

· Assistance to hikers or mariners – including kayakers- but not of a SAR nature

· We would also oppose de-staffing at stations that have filled in Radio Coverage Zones not covered by the present VHF systems eg: dead zones

· Stations that have responded to, or passed on SAR situations to the Coast Guard or to the Rescue Co-ordination Centre (RCC)

· How much is a life worth?

Although it is out of our scope we feel that the manned light stations also play an important role in:

· Assisting RCMP with drug and people smuggling (Coast Watch Program)

· Note: if the stations were automated it need not necessarily be light house keepers who manned the stations in some instances it could be meteorological or police personnel.  It could be other personnel.

· We feel the argument that other countries have de-staffed their light stations is invalid, and should not be considered, as their circumstances vary eg: the United Kingdom has Royal Life Boat volunteers at regular intervals on the coast and helicopters despatched are much closer than in British Columbia.

· The United States has many more planes, helicopters, ships and personnel than Canada, and some of their light stations are reportedly co-located with other U.S. Coast Guard facilities and could therefore be considered staffed.

· Note: We understand the Canadian Coast Guard collects significant monies through the collection of Marine Navigational Service Fees (MNSF). This past year for example the vessels on the west coast alone contributed in excess of $6 million in MNSF – are these in fact being applied to funding of ‘marine navigational services’ or are they deposited into ‘general revenue’?

In conclusion, because of the short notice we had of the Standing committee coming to the West Coast and specifically Vancouver, time constraints and difficulties in acquiring the appropriate data, our data presentation is very short and certainly not as complete as we would have liked.  We anticipated having to prepare a more complete presentation in the new year. Hopefully the Standing Committee will consider a more formal presentation in 2011, before completion of its final report.
