Dunbar Memorial Preschool Warms One Hundred Feet

Vancouver, B.C., December 30, 2009:  Dunbar Memorial Parent Participation Preschool (DMPPP), the educational play date for 2-, 3- and 4-year-olds, warmed an in-need community through a recent sock drive benefiting the Vancouver Health Contact Centre (VHCC). Through the generosity of DMPPP families and the Dunbar community, the preschool collected more than 100 pairs of new socks for VHCC's visitors who often come for free foot soaks as part of healthcare services but then don’t have any clean socks to put on their clean feet.   

This year marked the third year in a row that DMPP families have been supporting VHCC, which provides basic health care, drug and alcohol education and basic life skills training to individuals living in the city's downtown eastside. Since 2007, DMPPP families have collected and donated more than 375 pairs of socks.
