Wally Cottle  - The Walter Cottle Global Ecology Fund

The World Federalists Movement of Canada, Vancouver Branch, mourns the passing of Walter Cottle, Sept. 11, 2004. Walter Cottle gave so much of his time, generously, to the World Federalist Movement Canada, Vancouver branch, as treasurer, and as participant in many activities.
Wally Cottle was born in Edmonton in June 1921. He obtained the PhD in physiology and biophysics, and was appointed to the University of Alberta in 1956, where he worked till his retirement in the late 1980's. Wally Cottle loved nature, was a great hiker, and explorer of the accessible wilds, and kept track of the flora and the fauna. He also was instrumental in bringing back the beavers to restore water conditions in the interior of BC. His love of nature and of people were a part of his devotion to the World Federalist aspirations.
Wally Cottle was particularly interested in the ecological treaty research that was being done in the Vancouver branch. In addition to all the work he did as treasurer of the Vancouver branch, he had real hopes for the development of these proposals. In honor of Wally's dreams, we've set up the Walter Cottle Global Ecology Fund. The funds collected will help ensure global governance, and educate for, and help to create ecological sustainability. To honor Wally Cottle's dreams, contributions are made out to the World Federalist Foundation, with a note for Walter Cottle Global Ecology Fund. These donations are tax receiptable. The plan is to present the ecological proposals as an event at the World Peace Forum scheduled for June 2006. Let's help realize Wally's goals.
