 PARLIAMENTARY ASSEMBLIES
An international parliamentary assembly is a consultative body attached to an international organization.  It is composed of parliamentarians appointed or elected by the national parliaments of the organization’s member states.  Examples of existing parliamentary assemblies are listed below.  As yet no parliamentary assembly exists on the global level. 
Pan-African Parliament

The Pan-African Parliament, also known as the African Parliament, is the legislative body of the African Union and held its inaugural session in March 2004.  At present it exercises oversight, and has advisory and consultative powers which will last for the first five years of its existence.  After that time period it will exercise full legislative powers.  Its 265 Parliamentary representatives are elected by the legislatures of the 53 AU states.
NATO Parliamentary Assembly.

The NATO Parliamentary Assembly has provided for half a century an essential link between NATO and the parliaments of the member nations, helping to build parliamentary and public consensus in support of Alliance policies.

Since the end of the Cold War, the Assembly has assumed a new role by integrating into its work parliamentarians from those countries in Central and Eastern Europe (CEE) and beyond who seek a closer association with NATO.  This integration has provided both political and practical assistance and has contributed to the strengthening of parliamentary democracy throughout the Euro-Atlantic region

Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe
An institution of the Council of Europe, an international organization of 46 member states, it is unlike the European Parliament (an institution of the European Union), in that its powers extend only to the ability to investigate, recommend and advise.  Even so, its recommendations on issues such as human rights have significant weight in the European political context.

Each State member selects its method of designating its representatives to the parliamentary Assembly; however, they must be chosen from among the members of the respective Parliaments.  Moreover, the political composition of each national delegation must reflect the representation of the different parties within the respective parliaments.

 The Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe
The OSCE is the world's largest regional security organization whose 56 participating States span the geographical area from Vancouver to Vladivostok. 

In 1999, at the OSCE Summit in Istanbul, it was stated: "The Parliamentary Assembly has developed into one of the most important OSCE institutions continuously providing new ideas and proposals.  We welcome this increasing role, particularly in the field of democratic development and election monitoring.  We call on the Parliamentary Assembly to develop its activities further as a key component in our efforts to promote democracy, prosperity and increased confidence within and between participating States.”
Parliamentary Assembly of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation 
Founded in 1993 as the parliamentary dimension of the Organization of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC) which currently has 12 member countries, PABSEC aims to promote economic, political and cultural cooperation among the peoples of the Black Sea region with a view to making the region an area of stability, prosperity and peace within the new European architecture. 
Parliamentary Assembly of La Francophonie
The Parliamentary Assembly of la Francophonie [Assemblée parlementaire de la Francophonie] [APF], created in Luxembourg in 1967, was given the status of Consultative Assembly of the Francophonie [Assemblée consultative de la Francophonie] at the Mauritius Summit in 1993. Consequently, it takes part in Summit proceedings, as well as those of the ministerial conferences and the Permanent Council dealing with specific subjects.

The APF was founded at the instigation of countries like Canada, which wanted to expand the Francophonie's influence while demonstrating their cultural plurality. Today, the APF is composed of more than 50 sections representing various legislative assemblies. The Quebec, New Brunswick and Ontario sections have independent status, as does the Canadian section.
Cooperation, stronger solidarity, democracy and human rights are the focal points of APF activity. Concrete initiatives include electoral observation missions, seminars, parliamentary internships and the Program to Support the Organization of Parliamentary Services in the Parliaments of Southern Countries, in which Canada takes an active part.

European Parliamentary Assembly (now the European Parliament)
The European Coal and Steel Community(ECSC) established a 'Common Assembly' in September 1952, its 78 members drawn from the six national Parliaments of the ECSC's constituent nations. This was expanded in March 1958 to also cover the European Economic Community and Euratom, and the name European Parliamentary Assembly was adopted. The body was renamed to the European Parliament in 1962. In 1981 the parliament's membership was expanded again and its members began to be directly elected.
The European Parliament exerts a function of democratic supervision over all of the EU's activities, particularly those of the Commission. The Parliament may amend and block legislation in those policy areas that fall under the codecision procedure, which currently make up about three-quarters of EU legislative acts.
